Scrip Program Description

The Choral Boosters are pleased to sponsor a scrip purchasing program which will help you to save funds to help defray the cost of choral trips (Spring and overseas).  The scrip program enables you to purchase scrip (gift cards) from a variety of vendors who provide you with a rebate as an incentive to shop in their stores.  The scrip program is administered by the choral boosters in agreement with Great Lakes Scrip and also includes grocery scrip purchases made through the WTW/PTSO in which your child is designated as the beneficiary.   Please note the following information:

1.  The rebates you earn are considered your personal funds.  Each year you will be asked to complete a Student Trip Fundraising Programs Agreement prior to participating in the Scrip program which outlines whether you wish to deposit your rebate in your student’s trip account, have the rebate refunded to you or donate those funds to the general booster fund.  The form also allows you to indicate how your remaining funds are to be handled at the end of the school year (see #5 below).
2.  Each participant in the program will pay an annual fee of $5 to cover the Booster Organizations costs related to the scrip program.  In addition, each participant will pay a $1 shipping and handling fee with each order.  These fees will be deducted from your rebate if they are not included in the payment for your order.  If the rebates from your orders are to be considered charitable contributions to the Booster Organization, the $5 administration fee will be waived but not the $1 shipping and handling fee. 
3.  If a check is returned due to insufficient funds, the purchaser will be required to pay any returned check fees the Booster Organization incurs. The group order will be placed without your order if your check is returned unless you choose to pay for it in cash.
4.  Funds used to purchase scrip, fees and rebates will be deposited to the Booster Organization’s Scrip Sales account.  Any administrative costs will be debited to that account as well. This account will be administered by the Scrip Program Chairperson.  
5.  Scrip may be purchased throughout the year however, only rebates earned prior to the due date of the last trip payment will be credited towards that year’s trip.  Balances in a student’s trip account may be carried over to the next academic year, returned to you as cash or designated as a charitable contribution to the Booster Organization.
6.  Here’s how to order:


A.  Visit www.woodsonchorus.org for an order form.  The link is right on the home page.


B.  Go to www.glscrip.com.  First go to the “What’s New” tab on the top.  This will have an updated list of 
all the specials presently running i.e. increases in credit percentages.  It will also let you know which 
vendors are no longer being offered.


C.  Next, visit the “Order Scrip” tab, also located near the top of the home page. Although you cannot 
place your order there, you can find what vendors participate. Once you find a vendor that you wish to 
purchase, click on the name. This link will tell you the rebate or credit percentage, the denominations 
available and most importantly, 
the actual name of the card.  For example, you would like to purchase 
Maggiano’s gift 
card.  Click on Maggiano’s and you discover that to eat at Maggiano’s you need to 
order Chili’s gift cards.  


D.   Fill out your form and either mail to or drop off at 3823 Glenbrook Road, Fairfax, VA 22031. The 
box on my back screened porch is quite safe and checked regularly.  Checks are to be made payable to 
WTWoodson Choral Boosters.  Please add $1 to your order for shipping and handling.  If you do not 
include the $1 it will be deducted from your child’s credit.


E.  Feel free to get orders for scrip from friends and family.  Each person placing an order needs to 
include the $1 for S&H.


F.  You may send your order to me via e-mail (TwoD3cpo@verizon.net) but, I will not place that order 
unless I have your check in hand.
6.  Orders are due by 6:00 PM on the Tuesday after the monthly Booster meeting and will be placed the following week once checks have cleared the account.  Additional orders will be placed on an as needed basis throughout the year.  Those due dates will be announced via E-notes.  Special requests will also be considered.  There is no guarantee of a specific delivery date but scrip usually arrives 5-7 days after the group order has been placed.  Scrip is then sorted by individual order and made available for purchaser pick-up.  You will be notified by e-mail when your order is ready.

7.  The Trip Treasurer will be responsible for maintaining an accounting of your total trip account balance.  The Scrip Program Chairperson will maintain records of deposits, purchases and rebates earned and will report that information monthly to the Trip Treasurer, General Account Treasurer and the Booster President.  The Trip Treasurer will make deposits to your account as reports are received and funds have cleared.
